A statewide telephone
survey for the June 2004
Policy Summit on Issues
in Cyberspace was con-
ducted with 560 ran-
domly-selected Illinois
households between

respondents, just over
+/- 5% for email/
Internet users, and just
over +/- 6% for non-
users. An initial ques-
tion inquiring about
email/Internet usage was
asked of 856 house-
holds.

The survey instrument
was developed by a pro-
ject team consisting of
Dr. Keith Miller, Profes-
sor of Computer Sci-
ence, who identified the
major substantive issues;
Richard Schuldt, Direc-
tor, Survey Research
Office (SRO); Renee
Redfield, Research As-

sistant in the Center,
who were the principal
drafters of the ques-
tionnaire;  Barbara
Ferrara, Interim Ex-
ecutive Director, Cen-
ter for State Policy and
Leadership; and Mark
Winland, Interviewing
Lab Manager, SRO.
The survey field work
was organized and im-
plemented by Mark
Winland.  With the
assistance of Kelly
Best and Mary Barth,
Mark supervised SRO
telephone interviewers
as well as organized
the calls to be made
and accumulated the
survey responses on a

daily basis.

Almost six of ten peo-
ple (59%) who an-
swered the phone in
[llinois households re-
ported that someone in
their household used
email and/or the Inter-
net. Three-quarters of
all respondents were
aware of the “spam”
concept. The most
common adjectives
used to describe spam
were those indicating it
is  “irritating” (40%),
followed by those indi-
cating it is “junk/junk
mail” (24%).

We will highlight
more survey findings in
upcoming newsletters.

$174,036 contract through
